A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS TO THE CITY OF FAYETTEVILLE FOR
REVITALIZATION OF A CITY BLOCK AS AN OPEN AIR FARMERS
MARKET.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. There 1s appropriated from the General Fund to the City of
Fayetteville $250,000 for the 1989-90 fiscal year for revitalization of a city block at the
corner of Ray Avenue and Russell Street for the purpose of providing buildings and an
open air space as a market for local produce growers. This is a cooperative project with
the Farmers Agriculture Extension Service of Cumberland County and the City of
Fayetteville. Both public and private funds combined on the project are approximately
$2,500,000.

Sec. 2. This act shall become effective July 1, 1989.
