Whereas, the control of pollutants from agricultural operations is an 6 
important part of the protection of the State's waters; and 7 

Whereas, the voluntary approach to pollution abatement from farmlands has 8 
been highly successful in the counties covered by the cost share program; and 9 

Whereas, the systematic expansion of this program, with the provision of 10 
additional cost sharing and technical assistance, is desired and has received widespread 11 
support; Now, therefore, 12 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 13 

Section 1.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Department of 14 
Natural Resources and Community Development, Division of Soil and Water 15 
Conservation, the sum of four million seventy thousand dollars ($4,070,000) for the 16 
1989-90 fiscal year for cost sharing with landowners through the Agriculture Cost Share 17 
Program for Nonpoint Source Pollution Control.  Of these funds, seventy thousand 18 
dollars ($70,000) shall be used to establish two additional environmental Technician II 19 
positions in the Department of Natural Resources and Community Development, 20 
Division of Soil and Water, and the remainder shall be distributed statewide to the 21 
counties by the Soil and Water Conservation Commission as provided in Article 21 of 22 
Chapter 143 of the General Statutes. 23
