A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS TO REIMBURSE COUNTIES FOR THEIR
COSTS IN CONDUCTING THE 1988 PRESIDENTIAL PREFERENCE
PRIMARY.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
Section 1. There is appropriated from the General Fund to the State Board of
Elections the sum of four hundred eighty-one thousand five hundred fifty-five dollars
($481,555) for the 1989-90 fiscal year to reimburse counties for their costs in
conducting the 1988 Presidential Preference Primary, as provided in G.S. 163-213.11.
Sec. 2. This act shall become effective July 1, 1989.
