A JOINT RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE 1989 GENERAL ASSEMBLY, 1990 

SESSION, TO CONSIDER A BILL TO BE ENTITLED AN ACT TO PROVIDE 
THAT THE PROBATIONARY TIME BETWEEN AN INTERLOCUTORY 
DECREE AND FINAL ADOPTION ORDER MAY BE THE SAME FOR PRIVATE 
ADOPTIONS AS THOSE ARRANGED BY SOCIAL SERVICES OR A 
LICENSED CHILD-PLACING AGENCY. 

 
Be it resolved by the Senate, the House of Representatives concurring: 
 

Section 1.  The 1989 General Assembly, Regular Session 1990, may consider 
"A BILL TO BE ENTITLED AN ACT TO PROVIDE THAT THE PROBATIONARY 
TIME BETWEEN AN INTERLOCUTORY DECREE AND FINAL ADOPTION 
ORDER MAY BE THE SAME FOR PRIVATE ADOPTIONS AS THOSE 
ARRANGED BY SOCIAL SERVICES OR A LICENSED CHILD-PLACING 
AGENCY." 

Sec. 2.  This resolution is effective upon ratification. 
In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 12th day of July, 

1990. 
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
