The Board shall provide, without charge, one copy of the current statutes and
regulations relating to Mortuary Science to every person applying for and paying the
appropriate fees for licensing pursuant to this Article. The Board may charge all others
requesting copies of the current statutes and regulations, and the licensees or applicants
requesting additional copies, a fee equal to the costs of production and distribution of

the requested documents."
