Funding distribution ratios for federal, State, and county government;

Eligibility requirements for special assistance in contrast to eligibility
requirements for Medicare and Medicaid.

(c) The Commission shall report its findings and recommendations, including
recommendations for needed legislation, to the 1994 Regular Session of the General

Assembly.

Sec. 2. This act is effective upon ratification.
