A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE LEGISLATIVE RESEARCH COMMISSION TO
STUDY THE WORKER TRAINING TRUST FUND.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
Section 1. The Legislative Research Commission may study the Worker
Training Trust Fund.

Study the needs of displaced and dislocated workers for education and
training;

Recommend viable training programs directed toward enhancing the
employability of workers;

Study and document the needs for school-to-work transition activities
and programs;

Study the coordination of industry's needs and the job training
curriculum available in the State;

Design a plan for the distribution of any refunds to employers that it
finds warranted;

Study the need of the Employment Security Commission for continued
and stable funding to maintain the operation of its local offices; and
Recommend to the 1992 Session of the 1991 General Assembly and to
the 1993 General Assembly the ways in which the money in the
Worker Training Trust Fund should be used.

Sec. 3. The Legislative Research Commission may submit a written report to
the 1992 Session of the General Assembly and to the 1993 General Assembly.
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Sec. 4. This act becomes effective July 1, 1991.
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
