The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 5 
Section 1.  G.S. 7A-171.1(4) reads as rewritten: 6 
"(4) Notwithstanding any other provision of this section, a magistrate with 7 

10 years' experience within the last 12 years as a sheriff or deputy 8 
sheriff, administrative officer for a district attorney, city or county 9 
police officer, campus police officer, wildlife officer, or highway 10 
patrolman in the State of North Carolina, or with 20 years' experience 11 
as a sheriff or deputy sheriff, city or county police officer, campus 12 
police officer, wildlife officer, or highway patrolman in the State of 13 
North Carolina, or with 10 years' experience within the last 12 years as 14 
clerk of superior court or an assistant or deputy clerk of court in the 15 
State of North Carolina shall receive the annual salary provided in the 16 
table in subdivision (1) for a magistrate with five years of service in 17 
addition to those the magistrate has served.  A magistrate who 18 
qualifies for the increased salary under both subdivisions (3) and (4) of 19 
this subsection shall receive either the salary determined under 20 
subdivision (3) or that determined under subdivision (4), whichever is 21 
higher, but no more." 22 

Sec. 2.  This act is effective upon ratification. 23
