The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 4 

Section 1.  G.S. 88A-11 reads as rewritten: 5 
"§ 88A-11.  Licensure without examination. 6 

The Board may issue a license to practice electrology, without examination, to an 7 
applicant: 8 

(1) Who has been was engaged in the practice of electrolysis prior to 9 
January 1, 1992, and who submits an application for licensure to the 10 
Board on or before December 31, 1991. October 31, 1992. 11 

(2) Who is certified or licensed in good standing to practice electrolysis in 12 
another state or other jurisdiction if the other state or jurisdiction 13 
grants a similar exclusion to an applicant from North Carolina who 14 
applies to practice electrology in that state or jurisdiction." 15 

Sec. 2.  G.S. 88A-4 reads as rewritten: 16 
"§ 88A-4.  Unlawful practice. 17 

(a) Effective January 1, 1992, November 1, 1992, it shall be unlawful to engage in 18 
the practice of electrolysis in this State without a license. 19 

(b) Any violation of this Chapter shall be a misdemeanor punishable by a fine of 20 
not more than five hundred dollars ($500.00), or imprisonment for not more than 60 21 
days, or both." 22 

Sec. 3.  This act becomes effective January 1, 1992. 23
