DOCKETING OF CIVIL JUDGMENTS AND THE MAKING OF ENTRIES IN
JUDGMENT DOCKETS AND JUDGMENT AND DOCKET BOOKS.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
Section 1. Chapter 1 of the General Statutes is amended by adding a new
section to read:
"§ 1-208.1. Judgment docket, judgment and docket book defined.

As used in this Chapter, unless the context clearly requires otherwise, the phrases
‘judgment docket', ‘judgment book', ‘docket book', and ‘judgment and docket book'
include, without limitation, all records created or maintained by the clerk of superior
court, pursuant to rules prescribed by the Director of the Administrative Office of the
Courts pursuant to G.S. 7A-109, by the use of an electronic data entry system
established by the Director pursuant to G.S. 7A-343."

Sec. 2. This act is effective upon ratification.
