RELEASE MIA AND POW INFORMATION. 2 
Whereas, there are at least 2,273 American servicemen and civilians who 3 

have yet to be accounted for in southeast Asia as a result of the aftermath of the war in 4 
Vietnam and southeast Asia; and 5 

Whereas, 56 of those unaccounted for in southeast Asia are North Carolinians 6

Whereas, there is a body of credible evidence suggesting that live Americans 2 

or identifiable remains of Americans remain in southeast Asia; and 3 
Whereas, the executive branch of the United States Government and the 4 

United States Congress have declared that resolution of this issue is of the "highest 5 
national priority"; and 6 

Whereas, the agencies of the United States Government, including the 7 
Department of Defense and the Defense Intelligence Agency, have had since the official 8 
termination of hostilities in May of 1975 to resolve these issues; and 9 

Whereas, the Department of Defense has created and maintained an 10 
unnecessary veil of secrecy and ignorance by classifying most of the available 11 
information concerning live sightings, status reports, and other data relating to those 12 
who are still missing, the declassification of which should not compromise resources, 13 
means, methods, and identities of intelligence operatives; and 14 

Whereas, it would appear that promulgating a classified plan referred to as a 15 
"road map for normalization of relations”between the United States, Laos, Cambodia, 16 
and Vietnam, the United States government appears to be poised to 17 
"normalize”relations with those governments in spite of the unresolved issues 18 
concerning prisoners of war, those missing in action, and the repatriation of the remains 19 
of those Americans who made the ultimate sacrifice; 20 
Now, therefore, be it resolved by the House of Representatives, the Senate concurring: 21 

Section 1.  The General Assembly urges the President of the United States, by 22 
executive order, to declassify information, data, and intelligence pertaining to all 23 
matters relative to these issues, except for that data or information which would reveal 24 
the means, methods, and identities of intelligence operatives.  The General Assembly 25 
further urges that the respective branches of the armed services be assigned to resolve 26 
these issues, that any and all future remains returned from southeast Asia be placed, for 27 
purposes of identification, with the Smithsonian Institution in Washington, D.C., and 28 
that normalization of relations with those countries of southeast Asia be deferred until 29 
such time as the issues identified in this resolution are satisfactorily and adequately 30 
addressed. 31 

Sec. 2.  The Secretary of State shall transmit a certified copy of this resolution 32 
to the President of the United States, to the President of the United States Senate, to the 33 
Speaker of the United States House of Representatives, and to each member of the 34 
North Carolina congressional delegation. 35 

Sec. 3.  This resolution is effective upon ratification. 36
