A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT TO PROHIBIT THE RUNNING OF DEER BY DOGS IN THE TOWNS OF
KITTY HAWK AND NAGS HEAD.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, it is unlawful to chase
deer with dogs, or to permit a dog or dogs to run or chase deer at any time.

Sec. 2. Violation of this act is a Class 3 misdemeanor. A second or
subsequent violation is punishable as a Class 2 misdemeanor.

Sec. 3. This act is enforceable by law enforcement officers of the Wildlife
Resources Commission, by sheriffs and deputy sheriffs, and by peace officers with
general subject matter jurisdiction.

Sec. 4. This act applies only to the Towns of Kitty Hawk and Nags Head.

Sec. 5. This act becomes effective October 1, 1994.
