Requires the 
Energy Division and the Department of Administration to take several 
steps affecting energy use, including: 1) development of a 
comprehensive energy management program (2) implementation of policies 
to ensure that energy efficiency is considered in state purchasing (3) 
adoption of Building Energy Design guidelines.
