BILL SUMMARY: The proposed act makes the following changes to some of 
the fees set forth in Chapter 161, Article One, of the General Statutes 
governing the duties of Register of Deeds: 
 
(1) Increases the fee for registering or filing any instrument in 
general by            $1.00. 
(2) Eliminates the $5.00 cancellation fee for deeds of trust and/or        
mortgages, and increases the registration fee for filing the first page     
by $5.00.  
(3) Increases the fee for probating all instruments by $1.00.

ASSUMPTIONS AND METHODOLOGY: Estimate derived by taking a five year 
average of instruments recorded, probated, and canceled in 18 select 
counties representing a geographic cross section of the State. Each 
five year average was then expressed as a percent of population for the 
four geographic regions of the State. [Data years: 1988 through 1992]  
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
