The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 5 
Section 1.  The catch line for G.S. 20-28.2 reads as rewritten: 6 

"§ 20-28.2.  Forfeiture of motor vehicle for impaired driving after impaired driving 7 
license revocation. revocation and after third or subsequent conviction for 8 
driving while impaired." 9 
Sec. 2.  G.S. 20-28.2(b) reads as rewritten: 10 

"(b) When Motor Vehicle Becomes Property Subject to Forfeiture. – If at a 11 
sentencing hearing conducted pursuant to G.S. 20-179 the judge determines that that: 12 

(1) the The grossly aggravating factor described in G.S. 20-179(c)(2) 13 
applies, applies; or 14 

(2) The defendant has two or more prior convictions for offenses involving 15 
impaired driving, 16 
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the motor vehicle that was driven by the defendant at the time he committed the offense 1 
of impaired driving becomes property subject to forfeiture." 2 

Sec. 3.  This act becomes effective December 1, 1995. 3
