The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 5 
Section 1.  G.S. 132-1.4 is amended by adding a new subsection to read: 6 

"( m) No criminal or civil action may be maintained against a public law 7 
enforcement agency, its employees or agents, as a result of the release of the name or 8 
address of a complaining witness if before the release the agency, employee, or agent 9 
makes a good faith determination that releasing the information is not reasonably likely 10 
to pose a threat to the mental health, physical health, or personal safety of the 11 
complaining witness." 12 

Sec. 2.  This act is effective upon ratification. 13
