TRAPPING FUR-BEARING ANIMALS IN THOSE COUNTIES.

Section 1. Section 9 of S.L. 1997-132 reads as rewritten:
"Section 9. This act becomes effective October 1, 1997, and expires June-1,-1999.
June 1, 2001."
Section 2. This act is effective when it becomes law.
In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 24th day of
May, 1999.
