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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO MAKE TECHNICAL AND OTHER CHANGES REGARDING LIMITED 2 

PARTNERSHIPS AND THE NORTH CAROLINA REVISED UNIFORM 3 
LIMITED PARTNERSHIP ACT, TO CLARIFY THE LIMIT OF LIABILITY IN 4 
PROFESSIONAL ORGANIZATIONS, TO PROVIDE FOR THE REGISTRATION 5 
OF FOREIGN LIMITED LIABILITY PARTNERSHIPS, AND TO REQUIRE 6 
ANNUAL REPORTS BY LIMITED LIABILITY PARTNERSHIPS. 7 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 8 
Section 1.  G.S. 1-79 reads as rewritten: 9 

"§ 1-79. Domestic corporations. corporations, limited partnerships, limited liability 10 
companies, and registered limited liability partnerships. 11 

(a) For the purpose of suing and being sued the residence of a  domestic 12 
corporation corporation, limited partnership, limited liability company, or registered 13 
limited liability partnership is as follows: 14 

(1) Where the registered or principal office of the corporation corporation, 15 
limited partnership, limited liability company, or registered limited 16 
liability partnership is  located, or 17 
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(2) Where the corporation corporation, limited partnership, limited liability 1 
company, or registered limited liability partnership maintains a place of 2 
business. business, or 3 

(3) If no registered or principal office is in existence, and no  place of 4 
business is currently maintained or can reasonably be found, the term 5 
'residence' shall include any place where the corporation corporation, 6 
limited partnership, limited liability company, or registered limited 7 
liability partnership is regularly engaged in carrying on business. 8 

(b) For purposes of this section, the term 'domestic' when applied to an entity 9 
means: 10 

(1) An entity formed under the laws of this State, or 11 
(2) An entity that (i) is formed under the laws of any jurisdiction other than 12 

this State, and (ii) maintains a registered office in this State pursuant to 13 
a certificate of authority from the Secretary of State." 14 

Section 2.  G.S. 55B-9(b) reads as rewritten: 15 
"(b) Liability. – A shareholder, a director, or an officer of a professional 16 

corporation is not individually liable liable, directly or indirectly, including by 17 
indemnification, contribution, assessment, or otherwise, for the obligations of debts, 18 
obligations, and liabilities of, or chargeable to, the professional corporation arising that 19 
arise from errors, omissions, negligence, malpractice, incompetence, or malfeasance 20 
committed in the course of the professional corporation's business by another shareholder, 21 
director, or officer, or by a representative of the professional corporation not working under the 22 
supervision or direction of the first shareholder, director, or officer at the time the errors, 23 
omissions, negligence, incompetence, or malfeasance occurred, unless the first shareholder, 24 
director, or officer was directly involved in the specific activity in which the errors, omissions, 25 
negligence, incompetence, or malfeasance were committed by the other shareholder, director, or 26 
officer or by the representative. malfeasance committed by another shareholder, director, or 27 
officer or by a representative of the professional corporation; provided, however, nothing 28 
in this Chapter shall affect the liability of a shareholder, director, or officer of a 29 
professional corporation for his or her own errors, omissions, negligence, malpractice, 30 
incompetence, or malfeasance committed in the rendering of professional services.  This 31 
subsection does not affect the joint and several liability of a shareholder, a director, or an 32 
officer of a professional corporation for any taxes owed by the professional corporation 33 
under Chapter 105 of the General Statutes or Article 3 of Chapter 119 of the General 34 
Statutes." 35 

Section 3.  G.S. 57C-2-01(c) reads as rewritten: 36 
"(c) Subsections (a) and (b) of this section to the contrary notwithstanding and 37 

except as set forth in this subsection, a domestic or foreign limited liability company shall 38 
engage in rendering professional services only to the extent that a professional 39 
corporation acting pursuant to Chapter 55B of the General Statutes or a corporation 40 
acting pursuant to Chapter 55 of the General Statutes may engage in rendering 41 
professional services under the conditions and limitations imposed by an applicable 42 
licensing statute. Chapter 55B of the General Statutes and each applicable licensing 43 
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statute are deemed amended to provide that professionals licensed under the applicable 1 
licensing statute may render professional services through a domestic or foreign limited 2 
liability company. For purposes of applying the provisions, conditions, and limitations of 3 
Chapter 55B of the General Statutes and the applicable licensing statute to domestic and 4 
foreign limited liability companies that engage in rendering professional services, (i) 5 
unless the context clearly requires otherwise, references to Chapter 55 of the General 6 
Statutes (the North Carolina Business Corporation Act) shall be treated as references to 7 
this Chapter, and references to a "corporation"or "foreign corporation"shall be treated as 8 
references to a limited liability company or foreign limited liability company, 9 
respectively, (ii) members shall be treated in the same manner as shareholders of a 10 
professional corporation, (iii) managers shall be treated in the same manner as directors 11 
of a professional corporation, (iv) the persons signing the articles of organization of a 12 
limited liability company shall be treated in the same manner as the incorporators of a 13 
professional corporation, and (v) the name of a domestic or foreign limited liability 14 
company so engaged shall comply with G.S. 57C-2-30 or G.S. 57C-7-06 and, in addition, 15 
shall contain the word "Professional"or the abbreviation "P.L.L.C."or "PLLC". For 16 
purposes of this subsection, "applicable licensing statute"shall mean those provisions of 17 
the General Statutes referred to in G.S. 55B-2(6). 18 

Nothing in this Chapter shall be interpreted to abolish, modify, restrict, limit, or alter 19 
the law in this State applicable to the professional relationship and liabilities between the 20 
individual furnishing the professional services and the person receiving the professional 21 
services, or the standards of professional conduct applicable to the rendering of the 22 
services. services, or any This Chapter does not relieve individuals of responsibilities, 23 
obligations, or the imposition of sanctions imposed under applicable licensing statutes, even 24 
if the sanctions are imposed for the conduct of other members of a limited liability company. 25 
statutes.  A member or manager of a professional limited liability company is not 26 
individually liable for debts and obligations of liable, directly or indirectly, including by 27 
indemnification, contribution, assessment, or otherwise, for debts, obligations, and 28 
liabilities of, or chargeable to, the professional limited liability company arising that arise 29 
from errors, omissions, negligence, malpractice, incompetence, or malfeasance 30 
committed in the course of the professional limited liability company's business by another 31 
member or manager or a representative of the professional limited liability company not working 32 
under the supervision or direction of the first member or manager at the time the errors, 33 
omissions, negligence, incompetence, or malfeasance occurred, unless the first member or 34 
manager was directly involved in the specific activity in which the errors, omissions, negligence, 35 
incompetence, or malfeasance were committed by the other member or manager or 36 
representative. by another member, manager, employee, agent, or other representative of 37 
the professional limited liability company; provided, however, nothing in this Chapter 38 
shall affect the liability of a member or manager of a professional limited liability 39 
company for his or her own errors, omissions, negligence, malpractice, incompetence, or 40 
malfeasance committed in the rendering of professional services." 41 

Section 4.  G.S. 59-32 reads as rewritten: 42 
"§ 59-32. Definition of terms. 43 
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In this Article: As used in this Chapter, except as otherwise defined in Article 5 of this 1 
Chapter for purposes of that Article, unless the context otherwise requires: 2 

(1) 'Bankrupt' includes means bankrupt under the Federal Bankruptcy Act or 3 
insolvent under any State insolvent act. 4 

(2)  'Business' includes means every trade, occupation, or profession. 5 
(3)  'Conveyance' includes means every assignment, lease, mortgage, or 6 

encumbrance. 7 
(4)  'Court' includes means every court and judge having jurisdiction in the 8 

case. 9 
(4a) 'Foreign limited liability partnership' means a partnership that (i) is 10 

formed under laws other than the laws of this State, and (ii) has the 11 
status of a limited liability partnership or registered limited liability 12 
partnership under those laws. 13 

(5)  'Person' includes means individuals, partnerships, corporations, limited 14 
liability companies, and other associations. 15 

(6)  'Real property' includes means land and any interest or estate in land. 16 
(7) 'Registered limited liability partnership' means a partnership that is 17 

registered under G.S. 59-84.2 and complies with G.S. 59-84.3." 18 
Section 5.  G. S. 59-45 reads as rewritten: 19 

"§ 59-45.  Nature of partner's liability in ordinary partnerships and in registered 20 
limited liability partnerships. 21 

(a) Except as provided by subsection subsections (a1) and (b) of this section, all 22 
partners are jointly and severally liable for the acts and obligations of the partnership. 23 

(a1) Except as provided in subsection (b) of this section, a partner in a registered 24 
limited liability partnership is not individually liable for debts and obligations of the 25 
partnership incurred while it is a registered limited liability partnership solely by reason 26 
of being a partner and does not become liable by participating, in whatever capacity, in 27 
the management or control of the business of the partnership. 28 

(b) Nothing in this Chapter shall be interpreted to abolish, modify, restrict, limit, 29 
or alter the law in this State applicable to the professional relationship and liabilities 30 
between the individual furnishing the professional services and the person receiving the 31 
professional services, the standards of professional conduct applicable to the rendering of 32 
the services, or any responsibilities, obligations, or sanctions imposed under applicable 33 
licensing statutes.  A partner in a registered limited liability partnership is not 34 
individually liable liable, directly or indirectly, including by indemnification, 35 
contribution, assessment, or otherwise, for debts and obligations of the debts, obligations, 36 
and liabilities of, or chargeable to, the registered limited liability partnership arising that 37 
arise from errors, omissions, negligence, malpractice, incompetence, or malfeasance 38 
committed by another partner or by an employee, agent, or other representative of the 39 
partnership; provided, however, nothing in this Chapter shall affect the liability of a 40 
partner of a professional registered limited liability partnership for his or her own errors, 41 
omissions, negligence, malpractice, incompetence, or malfeasance committed in the 42 
rendering of professional services.  committed in the course of the partnership business by 43 
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another partner or representative of the partnership not working under the supervision or 1 
direction of the first partner at the time the errors, omissions, negligence, incompetence, or 2 
malfeasance occurred, unless the first partner was directly involved in the specific activity in 3 
which the errors, omissions, negligence, incompetence, or malfeasance were committed by the 4 
other partner or representative. 5 

(c) Subsection (b) of this section does not affect any of the following: 6 
(1) The joint and several liability of a partner for debts and obligations of 7 

the partnership arising from any cause other than those specified in 8 
subsection (b) of this section. 9 

(2) The joint and several liability of a partner for any taxes owed by the 10 
partnership under Chapter 105 of the General Statutes or Article 3 of 11 
Chapter 119 of the General Statutes. 12 

(3) The liability of partnership assets for partnership debts and obligations. 13 
(d) A partner in a registered limited liability partnership is not a proper party to 14 

proceedings by or against a limited liability partnership, except where the object of the 15 
proceeding is to enforce a partner's right against or liability to the limited liability 16 
partnership. 17 
 (e)  The liability of partners of a registered limited liability partnership formed and 18 
existing under this Chapter shall at all times be determined solely and exclusively by this 19 
Chapter and the laws of this State. 20 

(f) If a conflict arises between the laws of this State and the laws of any other 21 
jurisdiction with regard to the liability of a partner of a registered limited liability 22 
partnership formed and existing under this Chapter for the debts, obligations, and 23 
liabilities of the registered limited liability partnership, this Chapter and the laws of this 24 
State shall govern in determining the liability." 25 

Section 6.  Chapter 59 of the General Statutes is amended by adding a new 26 
Article 3B to read as follows and to include current G.S. 59-84.2 and G.S. 59-84.3 as the 27 
first and second sections in Article 3B: 28 

"ARTICLE 3B. 29 
"REGISTERED LIMITED LIABILITY PARTNERSHIPS." 30 

Section 7.  G.S. 59-84.2 reads as rewritten: 31 
"§ 59-84.2.  Registered limited liability partnerships. 32 

(a) To become a registered limited liability partnership, a partnership must file 33 
with the Secretary of State an application stating stating: 34 

(1) the The name of the partnership, partnership. 35 
(2) the The street address of its principal office, office. 36 
(3) The name and street address, and the mailing address if different from 37 

the street address, for the partnership's registered agent and registered 38 
office for service of process. 39 

(4) The county in which the registered office is located. 40 
(5) the number of partners, and a A brief statement of the business in which 41 

the partnership engages. 42 
(6) A deferred effective date, if any. 43 
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(7) The fiscal year end of the partnership. 1 
A registration as a registered limited liability partnership must be renewed annually.  2 

(a1) The terms and conditions on which a partnership becomes a limited liability 3 
partnership must be approved by the vote necessary to amend the partnership agreement 4 
except, in the case of a partnership agreement that expressly considers obligations to 5 
contribute to the partnership, the vote necessary to amend those provisions. 6 

(b) An application for registration as a registered limited liability partnership must 7 
be executed by a majority in interest of the partners or by one or more partners authorized by a 8 
majority in interest of the partners. 9 

(c) An application for registration as a registered limited liability partnership or for 10 
renewal of a registration must be accompanied by a fee of one hundred twenty-five dollars 11 
($100.00). ($125.00). 12 

(d) The Secretary of State shall register or renew the registration of a partnership that 13 
submits a completed application with the required fee. 14 

(e) A registration is effective for one year after on the later of the date the 15 
registration is filed, filed or the date specified in the application for registration, unless it 16 
is voluntarily withdrawn before then by filing with the Secretary of State a written 17 
withdrawal notice executed by a majority in interest of the partners or by one or more 18 
partners authorized by a majority in interest of the partners. of the partners, or is revoked 19 
pursuant to G.S. 59-84.4(f). 20 

(f) The Secretary of State may provide forms for applications for registration or 21 
renewal of a registration. 22 

(g) The status of a registered limited liability partnership and the liability of its 23 
partners is not affected by errors or later changes in the information required to be 24 
contained in the application for registration. 25 

(h) An amendment or withdrawal of a registration is effective on the later of the 26 
date it is filed or a deferred effective date specified in the amendment or withdrawal." 27 

Section 8.  G. S. 59-84.3 reads as rewritten: 28 
"§ 59-84.3.  Name of registered limited liability partnerships. 29 

A registered limited liability partnership's name must contain the words 'registered 30 
limited liability partnership' or 'limited liability partnership' or the abbreviation 31 
"L.L.P."'L.L.P.', 'R.L.L.P.', 'LLP' or 'RLLP' as the last words or letters of its name." 32 

Section 9.  Article 3B of Chapter 59, as created by Section 6 of this act, is 33 
amended by adding a new section to read: 34 
"§ 59-84.4.  Annual report for Secretary of State. 35 

(a) Each registered limited liability partnership and each foreign limited liability 36 
partnership authorized to transact business in this State shall deliver to the Secretary of 37 
State for filing an annual report, in a form prescribed by the Secretary of State, that sets 38 
forth all of the following: 39 

(1) The name of the registered limited liability partnership or foreign 40 
limited liability partnership and the state or country under whose law it 41 
is formed. 42 
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(2) The street address, and the mailing address if different from the street 1 
address, of the registered office, the county in which the registered 2 
office is located, and the name of its registered agent at that office in 3 
this State, and a statement of any change of the registered office or 4 
registered agent, or both. 5 

(3) The street address and telephone number of its principal office. 6 
(4) A brief description of the nature of its business. 7 

If the information contained in the most recently filed annual report has not changed, a 8 
certification to that effect may be made instead of setting forth the information required 9 
by subdivisions (2) through (4) of this subsection. The Secretary of State shall make 10 
available the form required to file an annual report. 11 

(b) Information in the annual report must be current as of the date the annual 12 
report is executed on behalf of the registered limited liability partnership or the foreign 13 
limited liability partnership. 14 

(c) The annual report shall be delivered to the Secretary of State by the fifteenth 15 
day of the fourth month following the close of the registered or foreign limited liability 16 
partnership's fiscal year.  The annual report must be accompanied by a fee of two hundred 17 
dollars ($200.00).  This fee shall be retained by the Secretary of State for the purposes of 18 
administering of this Chapter, however, any funds not used for such purposes by the end 19 
of the fiscal year in which the funds were received shall revert to the General Fund. 20 

(d) If an annual report does not contain the information required by this section, 21 
the Secretary of State shall promptly notify the reporting registered or foreign limited 22 
liability partnership in writing and return the report to it for correction. If the report is 23 
corrected to contain the information required by this section and delivered to the 24 
Secretary of State within 30 days after the effective date of notice, it is deemed to be 25 
timely filed. 26 

(e) Amendments to any previously filed annual report may be filed with the 27 
Secretary of State at any time for the purpose of correcting, updating, or augmenting the 28 
information contained in the annual report. 29 

(f) The Secretary of State may revoke the registration of a registered limited 30 
liability partnership or foreign limited liability partnership if the Secretary of State 31 
determines that: 32 

(1) The registered limited liability partnership or foreign limited liability 33 
partnership has not paid, within 60 days after they are due, any 34 
penalties, fees, or other payments due under this Chapter; 35 

(2) The registered limited liability partnership or foreign limited liability 36 
partnership does not deliver its annual report to the Secretary of State on 37 
or before the date it is due; 38 

(3) The registered limited liability partnership or foreign limited liability 39 
partnership has been without a registered agent or registered office in 40 
this State for 60 days or more; or 41 

(4) The registered limited liability partnership or foreign limited liability 42 
partnership does not notify the Secretary of State within 60 days of the 43

change, resignation, or discontinuance that its registered agent or 1 
registered office has been changed, that its registered agent has 2 
resigned, or that its registered office has been discontinued. 3 

(g) If the Secretary of State determines that one or more grounds exist under 4 
subsection (f) of this section for revoking the registration of the registered limited 5 
liability partnership or foreign limited liability partnership, the Secretary of State shall 6 
mail the registered limited liability partnership or foreign limited liability partnership 7 
written notice of that determination.  If, within 60 days after the notice is mailed, the 8 
registered limited liability partnership or foreign limited liability partnership does not 9 
correct each ground for revocation or demonstrate to the reasonable satisfaction of the 10 
Secretary of State that each ground does not exist, the Secretary of State shall revoke the 11 
registration of a registered limited liability partnership or foreign limited liability 12 
partnership by signing a certificate of revocation that recites the ground or grounds for 13 
revocation and its effective date.  The Secretary of State shall file the original certificate 14 
of revocation and mail a copy to the registered limited liability partnership or foreign 15 
limited liability partnership. 16 

(h) A registered limited liability partnership or foreign limited liability partnership 17 
whose registration is revoked under this section may apply to the Secretary of State for 18 
reinstatement not later than five years after the effective date of the revocation.  The 19 
procedures for reinstatement and for the appeal of any denial of the registered limited 20 
liability partnership or foreign limited liability partnership's application for reinstatement 21 
shall be the same procedures applicable to business corporations under G.S. 55-14-22, 22 
55-14-23, and 55-14-24." 23 

Section 10.  Chapter 59 of the General Statutes is amended by adding a new 24 
Article to read: 25 

"ARTICLE 4A. 26 
"FOREIGN LIMITED LIABILITY PARTNERSHIPS. 27 

"§ 59-90.  Law governing foreign limited liability partnership. 28 
(a) The law of the state or jurisdiction under which a foreign limited liability 29 

partnership is formed governs relations among the partners and between the partners and 30 
the partnership and the liability of partners for obligations of the partnership. 31 

(b) A foreign limited liability partnership may not be denied a statement of foreign 32 
registration by reason of any difference between the law under which the partnership was 33 
formed and the law of this State. 34 

(c) A statement of foreign registration does not authorize a foreign limited liability 35 
partnership to engage in any business or exercise any power that a partnership may not 36 
engage in or exercise in this State as a registered limited liability partnership. 37 
"§ 59-91.  Statement of foreign registration.   38 

(a) Before transacting business in this State, a foreign limited liability partnership 39 
must file an application for registration as a foreign limited liability partnership.  The 40 
application must contain: 41 

(1) The name of the foreign limited liability partnership that satisfies the 42 
requirements of the State or other jurisdiction under whose law it is 43 
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formed and ends with the words "registered limited liability 1 
partnership"or "limited liability partnership"or the abbreviation 2 
"R.L.L.P.", "L.L.P.", "RLLP", or "LLP". 3 

(2) The street address of the partnership's principal office. 4 
(3) The name and street address, and the mailing address if different from 5 

the street address, for the partnership's registered agent and registered 6 
office for service of process, and the county in which the registered 7 
office is located. 8 

(4) A brief statement of the business in which the partnership is engaged. 9 
(5) A deferred effective date, if any. 10 

The foreign limited liability partnership shall deliver with the completed application a 11 
certificate of existence, or a document with similar import, duly authenticated by the 12 
secretary of state or other official having custody of the records of registered limited 13 
liability partnerships in the state or country under whose law it is registered. 14 

(b) The registered agent of a foreign limited liability partnership for service of 15 
process must be (i) an individual who is a resident of this State and whose business office 16 
is identical with the registered office; (ii) a domestic corporation, nonprofit corporation, 17 
or limited liability company whose business office is identical with the registered office; 18 
or (iii) a foreign corporation, nonprofit corporation, or limited liability company 19 
authorized to transact business in this State whose business office is identical with the 20 
registered office.  The sole duty of the registered agent to the foreign limited liability 21 
partnership is to forward to the foreign limited liability partnership at its last known 22 
address any notice, process, or demand that is served on the registered agent. 23 

   (c) An application for registration as a foreign limited liability partnership must 24 
be accompanied by a fee of one hundred twenty-five dollars ($125.00). 25 

(d) The Secretary of State shall register a partnership that submits a completed 26 
application for registration as a foreign limited liability partnership with the required fee. 27 

(e) The status of a partnership as a foreign limited liability partnership is effective 28 
on the later of the date the registration is filed or a date specified in the statement.  The 29 
status remains effective, regardless of changes in the partnership, until it is voluntarily 30 
withdrawn by filing with the Secretary of State a written withdrawal notice executed by 31 
one or more partners or revoked pursuant to G.S. 59-84.4(f). 32 

(f) An amendment or withdrawal of a registration is effective on the later of the 33 
date it is filed or a deferred effective date specified in the amendment or withdrawal. 34 

(g) An application for registration as a foreign limited liability partnership must be 35 
executed by one or more partners. 36 

(h) A foreign limited liability partnership authorized to transact business in this 37 
State shall be subject to the provisions of G.S. 59-84.4 regarding annual reports and 38 
revocation of registration. 39 
"§ 59-92.  Effect of failure to register. 40 

(a) A foreign limited liability partnership transacting business in this State may not 41 
maintain an action or proceeding in this State unless it has in effect a registration as a 42 
foreign limited liability partnership. 43 
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(b) The failure of a foreign limited liability partnership to have in effect a 1 
registration as a foreign limited liability partnership does not impair the validity of a 2 
contract or act of the foreign limited liability partnership or preclude it from defending an 3 
action or proceeding in this State. 4 

(c) A limitation on personal liability of a partner is not waived solely by 5 
transacting business in this State without a registration as a foreign limited liability 6 
partnership. 7 

(d) A foreign limited liability partnership failing to register as a foreign limited 8 
liability partnership as required by this Article shall be liable to the State for the years or 9 
parts thereof during which it transacted business in this State without having registered in 10 
an amount equal to all fees and taxes which would have been imposed by law upon the 11 
foreign limited liability partnership had it duly applied for and received such permission, 12 
plus interest and all penalties imposed by law for failure to pay such fees and taxes.  In 13 
addition, the foreign limited liability partnership shall be liable for a civil penalty of ten 14 
dollars ($10.00) for each day, but not to exceed a total of one thousand dollars ($1,000) 15 
for each year or part thereof, it transacts business in this State without having registered.  16 
The Attorney General may bring actions to recover all amounts due the State under the 17 
provisions of this subsection. 18 
"§ 59-93.  Activities not constituting transacting business. 19 

(a) Without excluding other activities that may not constitute transacting business 20 
in this State, a foreign limited liability partnership shall not be considered to be 21 
transacting business in this State for the purposes of this Article by reason of carrying on 22 
in this State any one or more of the following activities: 23 

(1) Maintaining or defending any action or suit or any administrative or 24 
arbitration proceeding or effecting the settlement thereof or the 25 
settlement of claims or disputes; 26 

(2) Holding meetings of its partners or carrying on other activities 27 
concerning its internal affairs; 28 

(3) Maintaining bank accounts or borrowing money in this State, with or 29 
without security, even if such borrowings are repeated and continuous 30 
transactions; 31 

(4) Maintaining offices or agencies for the transfer, exchange, and 32 
registration of the partnership's own securities, or appointing and 33 
maintaining trustees or depositories with relation to those securities; 34 

(5) Soliciting or procuring orders, whether by mail or through employees or 35 
agents or otherwise, where the orders require acceptance without this 36 
State before becoming binding contracts; 37

January 1, 2000, and apply to registered limited liability partnerships formed on or after 29 
that date.  Section 10 becomes effective January 1, 2000, and applies to foreign limited 30 
liability partnerships transacting business in this State on or after that date.  Section 27 31 
becomes effective October 1, 1999, and applies to (i) any limited partnership formed 32 
before that date, only if validly adopted in writing by its partners or otherwise as a part of 33 
its partnership agreement, and (ii) all limited partnerships formed on or after that date.  34 
The remainder of this act becomes effective October 1, 1999. 35
