A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO CLARIFY THE WARD BOUNDARIES OF THE CITY OF
SOUTHPORT TO REFLECT RECENT ANNEXATIONS.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1. Section 3.2 of the Charter of the City of Southport, being
Chapter 659 of the 1983 Session Laws, reads as rewritten:
"Sec. 3.2. Wards. The City of Southport shall be divided into two wards as follows:
Ward No. 1 shall be that portlon of the Clty Iylng to the eastward of the center line

hmtt&et—theetty—ef%euthpept—and the Southport Supplv Road (also known as quhwav

211), including any contiguous or noncontiguous areas.

Ward No. 2 shall be all that portion of the City lying to the westward of the above
described-tne: centerline of Howe Street and the Southport- Supplv Road (also known
as Highway 211), including any contiguous or noncontiguous areas."

SECTION 2. This act is effective when it becomes law.
