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AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE REEMPLOYMENT OF CERTAIN RETIRED 
COMMUNITY COLLEGE EMPLOYEES WHO WERE PROVIDED 
INCORRECT INFORMATION ABOUT THE WAITING PERIOD FOR 
REEMPLOYMENT. 

 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 

 
SECTION 1.  Notwithstanding any other provision of law, a member of the 

Teachers' and State Employees' Retirement System who was employed by a community 
college, who filed for retirement before August 31, 2005, for an effective retirement 
date of November 1, 2005, and who was provided with incorrect information about the 
period of time a retired member must wait before returning to employment in order to 
continue receiving retirement benefits, may be reemployed by the State under the 
reemployment law that existed at the time the member filed for retirement. 

SECTION 2.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 
In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 30th day of 

June, 2006. 
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
