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AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE PIEDMONT TRIAD WATER AUTHORITY TO 
EMPLOY LAKE WARDENS WITH THE AUTHORITY OF PEACE OFFICERS. 

 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 

 
SECTION 1.  With respect to its property in Guilford and Randolph 

Counties, the Piedmont Triad Regional Water Authority may contract for or employ 
lake wardens to enforce federal and State laws and the ordinances, rules, and regulations 
of the units of local government where the property is located providing for the 
protection of the watershed, the protection of game and wildlife in the area, and the 
protection of parks and recreational areas.  Upon taking the oath of office of law 
enforcement officers set forth in G.S. 11-11, the lake wardens shall have the powers of 
peace officers, including the power of arrest, for the purpose of enforcing those laws. 

SECTION 2.  This act applies only to the Piedmont Triad Regional Water 
Authority and its property in Guilford and Randolph Counties. 

SECTION 3.  This act is effective when it becomes law.
