The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 5 
SECTION 1.  G.S. 1A-1, Rule 45(c) reads as rewritten: 6 

"(c) Protection of Persons Subject to Subpoena. – 7 
… 8 
(4) Order of court required to override objection. – If objection is made 9 

under subdivision (3) of this subsection, the party serving the subpoena 10 
shall not be entitled to compel the subpoenaed person's appearance at a 11 
deposition or to inspect and copy materials to which an objection has 12 
been made except pursuant to an order of the court. If objection is 13 
made, the party serving the subpoena may, upon notice to the 14 
subpoenaed person, move at any time for an order to compel the 15 
subpoenaed person's appearance at the deposition or the production of 16 
the materials designated in the subpoena. The motion shall be filed in 17 
the court in the county in which the deposition or production of 18 
materials is to occur.action is pending. 19 

…."  20 
SECTION 2.  This act becomes effective October 1, 2005, and applies to 21 

subpoenas issued on or after that date.  22
