SECTION 2.  The Governor shall appoint the additional district court judge 5 
for District Court District 14 authorized by this act, and that judge's successor shall be 6 
elected in the 2010 election for a four-year term commencing January 1, 2011. 7

SECTION 4.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Judicial 26 
Department the sum of one million two hundred ninety-seven thousand seven hundred 27 
thirty-one dollars ($1,297,731) for the 2008-2009 fiscal year to establish the additional 28 
district court judge authorized for District Court District 14 by this act, to establish the 29 
five assistant district attorneys authorized for Prosecutorial District 14 by this act and 30 
three victim witness assistant positions for Prosecutorial District 14, and to establish six 31 
deputy clerk positions and four magistrate positions for Mecklenburg County. 32 

SECTION 5.  This act becomes effective July 1, 2008. 33
